The Fairy Tale Writing Process
1.  Fold six sheets of paper in half and staple near spine.
2.  Begin writing and drawing your lead on page one.  If you need to go onto page two with your lead, that’s o.k.  It’s what authors do.  
3.  When your lead is finished, move on to the description of the setting─some authors combine the two.  Remember you have plenty of pages so it’s o.k. to write over to the next page.  A picture will help you describe your setting.  You can write about the best elements of your drawing.
4. Near the end of your setting description, introduce your main character.  We’ll need to love this character so good description is important. A picture might help you describe what your character looks like.  We need to know how they act as well.

5. After you describe the main character, you’ll need to introduce the story problem.  Does your character have an opposite?  Is your character fighting against a force of nature?  Is your character on a quest?  A good problem will give your story tension and excitement.
6. Now your character needs to go out and solve the problem.  This may take a while.  As long as interesting events are taking place your audience will stick with you, but don’t take too long to get your problem solved, because we all have things to do.
7.  When your problem is solved, you want your story to end in a satisfying way.  Remember who you are writing for and try to make your ending fit your audience.

8.  If you get stuck anywhere along the way sign up for a conference and a teacher will see you just as soon as we can. If you have to wait for a teacher, try to move on to another part of your story, work on an illustration, or move on to other work.
19. When your fairy tale is completed, sign up for a revision conference and we’ll take your story to the next level.

10. PLEASE proofread your piece for punctuation, spelling (circle two or three words you think you might have misspelled), capitalization, and rascally errors you might have made because you where focusing on making your story extra great, like you should.
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
