Primary Reading Strategies
· Look at the pictures for clues
· Follow left-to-right directionality

· Match each word with its articulated sound

· Use initial and final letter clues

· Seek out rhyming or repetitive patterns

· Say each sound in a word slowly

· Speed up or slow down according to the difficulty of a passage

· Find the tricky word elsewhere in the text

· Guess and ask:

· Does it look right?

· Does it sound right?

· Does it make sense?

· Skip the word, read to the end of the sentence, then go back to the beginning of the sentence and try again

· Look for a little word in the big word

· Reread dialogue and attend to meaningful punctuation

· Ask for help
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
